What Came Before this Module:

Students began their study of
probability and learned how to
interpret and compute probabilities
in simple settings. They also learned
how to estimate probabilities
empirically. Students built on their
knowledge of data distributions that
they studied in Grade 6, compared
data distributions of two or more
populations, and were introduced to
the idea of drawing informal
inferences based on data from
random samples.

This is the last module in Grade 7.
